Facilitating Further Internet Enhancements…

**Municipality of District of Clare:  The municipality has committed $1.5M more funding and Mainland Telecom will invest an additional $2.2M to improve high-speed Internet service in their municipality for an additional 3,500 homes and businesses not eligible under the Internet for Nova Scotia Initiative.

***Cumberland & Colchester Counties: The municipalities will soon formalize their commitment to contribute a combined $6 million dollars to their project with Xplornet, which has identified an additional 8,000 homes and businesses not eligible under the Internet for Nova Scotia Initiative that will have access to improved high-speed Internet service. New service will primarily be delivered by fixed-wireless and wired technologies, with satellite for remaining addresses.
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
